Situation
Brookestreet Farmhouse 
is situated in a beautiful, 
peaceful position, set just 
off a country lane and is 
surrounded by open fields 
offering fantastic views.The 
village of Ash, also known 
as Ash-Next-Sandwich, is 
three miles from the Cinque 
Port of Sandwich. It is a 
pretty village which has a 
good choice of shops, a 
primary school, Doctors’ 
surgery, Post Office and 
various public houses. Ash  
has many country walks and 
bridle paths.

Nearby Sandwich offers  
an extensive range of 
shops and facilities and is 
also home to the Royal St. 
George’s Golf Course and 
the Prince’s Golf Course. 
The vibrant Cathedral city 
of Canterbury lies to the 
west and has a wide range 
of High Street brands and 
independent retailers. 
Canterbury also offers an 
excellent selections of both 
state and independent 
schools, along with three 
universities. It also has two 
mainline stations and two 
hospitals.



Description
This beautiful attached  
farmhouse with solid wall  
construction under a Kent peg 
tile roof dates back to the middle 
of the eighteenth century and 
has been refurbished in recent 
years to create a wonderful 
family home. We understand 
that it used to be the bread 
oven for the village of Ash. 
There is a small pretty entrance 
hall with stairs to the first floor 
with a Georgian balustrade and 
doors leading to the reception 
rooms. The drawing room has 
an Inglenook fireplace with a 
wood burning stove, exposed 
ceiling beams and a stable 
door to the garden, which was 
formerly the main entrance to 
the property. There is a nice 
sized snug with a study area. 
The dining room which has a 
tiled floor and nook fireplace 
leads to the kitchen and utility 
room. The kitchen which has a 
vaulted ceiling and is dual aspect 
has light oak units, granite 
work surfaces and a quarry 
tiled floor. The small utility room 
has access to a cloakroom and 

there is a stable door leading  
to the garden. To the first floor 
are four bedrooms and a newly 
fitted family bathroom. The 
master bedroom has an en 
suite and is an elegant room 
with a triple aspect enjoying 
lovely views of the surrounding 
countryside. All the bedrooms 
and light and freshly decorated. 
The property has sash style 
double glazed windows fitted 
throughout.  

Outside
Set in approximately three 
acres with a lovely formal 

garden area well stocked with 
many trees including plum, 
damson, apple, laburnum and 
silver birch. There is a large 
expanse of lawn and a well. At 
the rear of the garden is a small 
paddock, with rear access. The 
main paddock and stabling  
is to the side of the plot and is 
beautifully flat, with post and 
rail fencing. There are two 
double stables, a tack room 
and hay barn, with water and 
power. The property is entered 
via a long pebble driveway, 
with ample parking and a good 
sized garage/workshop.
